Executive Committee Report

2010 was a landmark year for Chinook. This is the year that we
automated all of our branches — a first in nearly 40 years of service.

We joined the shared provincial library computer system, SILS. This
was a massive project and reflected a lot of work on the part of staff
and management. The provincial government supported our transi-
tion with a one-time grant of over $95,000, enabling us to train staff
from non-automated branches, roll out computers, and get collec-
tions ready to go for the new computer system. We have to recog-
nize how much this helped our region, one of only three in the
province to receive this grant. We also had to ask for funding
increases from local government, and our region stepped up to the
plate, showing just how much people in the Southwest value library
service and lifelong learning.

We had some sad goodbyes this year, with some long-term staff
retiring, and two of our smallest branches, Admiral and Simmie
closing. But there were also some welcome hellos, with our new
Branch Manager and Regional Head of Reference Yumi Hwang
joining us from Toronto, and Computer Network Technician Jesse
Hicks coming to us from Moose Jaw. Regional board executive
members Laurie Glenn and Carole Fitzsimonds moved on from the
board and we welcomed new members Brian Knight and Mary
Thomson joined us. Lastly, in 2010 we said farewell to Assistant
Director Laura Emery and received notice that our Director of two
years, Stephanie Hall, would be leaving us for a provincial role in
early 2011. We wish all our departing staff and management all the
best in their new ventures and we look forward to the arrival of a
new management team, starting with the arrival of Assistant
Director Heather Walker in January.

I'm very excited about the progress we made in 2010. Every staff
member played a role and they deserve our appreciation. I'm also
looking forward to 2011, which will be a year of forward planning
and regional consultations. There’s an old saying - if you don’t
know where you're going, any road will take you there. We recog-
nize that a solid strategic plan will enable us to continue accom-
plishing great things in our region.
