If you have visited the Chinook Regional Library website recently, you will have
noticed that there is a new button on the page labelled “e-library services’. Clicking on
this button takes you to a page listing the online services provided by the Chinook Re-
giona Library. There are three principle online library services provided. They are: access
to online full-text articles; ask alibrarian; and online library catalogues.

OnlineArticles

The libraries subscribe to magazines and journals so you don't have to! In Sas-
katchewan, libraries work together to subscribe to a province-wide selection of more than
28 databases that contain over 7000 full-text magazines and newspapers, available online.
Check out the Chinook website for these and other resources to find out more about
health, consumer information, children's information, and more. Databases are listed both
aphabetically and by subject. All are freely available at no charge from the computersin
the library. For access from your home computer, all you need is alibrary card to gain
free access to aworld of information. In some cases you may also need a PIN (personal
identification number) which you can get by a telephone call to your local branch library
or at the headquarters of Chinook Regional Library.

Ask aLibrarian

Do you need help finding information, identifying that book, or getting a quick
fact? Saskatchewan libraries offer an online question and answer service. Chinook Re-
gional Library has its own, but there is also a province-wide network of library profes-
sionals that will answer your questions through the Ask Us! Service. You can ask your
question, day or night, right here, right now.

OnlineLibrary Catalogues

The library catalogue is a search tool for finding books, videos, dvds, and maga-
zines available through the library. The catalogue of Chinook Regional Library is avail-
able online through e-library services and you can find books and other materials at any
of its 35 branches. In addition, the Gateway provides access to al public library cata-
loguesin Saskatchewan with a single search. If you don't find what you want at your local
branch library, ask your local branch librarian about borrowing materials from other li-
braries.

Similar services are being made available by most of the libraries in Saskatche-
wan: public libraries, school libraries; post-secondary libraries; and specia libraries. Ac-
tual content may, however, vary between the different libraries. The portal a www.
mylibrary.sk.ca will re-direct you to the individua library websites in the province
where the unique online library services of each library are displayed.

Libraries in $skatchewan have a long history of working together to realise
shared goals. The uniform provision of elibrary services through "libraries. online" has
been coordinated by the Multitype Library Board. It is intended to promote an image of
libraries that illustrates their changing and central role in access to information. It will
ensure that Saskatchewan people are aware of the information services available through
libraries. It also updates the image of libraries as being more than books and reinforcing
free access to information as a democratic right for citizens in Saskatchewan.

As an outcome, Chinook Regional Library and the Multitype Board hopes that
libraries will be used and valued by people in Saskatchewan and that libraries, whether
public, educational, or special, will be seen asthefirst stop to accessible, quality informa-
tion.

Whether you are online or at your local branch, our staff mem-
bers are information professionals who can help you find the information you need..

"The Public Library is redly the
heart of a community" says Manisha
Khetarpal, the new City Librarian at the
Swift Current Branch. "It provides one-
stop shopping for information and
builds the intellectual capacity of the
community."

Manisha's passion for librariesis
equalled by her passion for working
and helping people. "I really like to
help people find the information they
are looking for and the library is the
place for information."

Manisha was born and brought
up in asmall village near Delhi, India.
After completing her BSc in Microbiol -
ogy followed by a B.Lib.Sci. at the
University of Bombay, she worked in a
business information centre in Bombay
until she married.

Following her marriage she
moved with her husband to Dubai
where she worked as a Trade Analyst
for the Italian Trade Commission, n-
cluding astintin Modena, Italy.

When her husband, Neergj, who
worked in the oil business, was trans-
ferred to Canada in 1999, Manisha a-
companied him to Halifax, Nova Scotia
where she combined studying for a
Masters in Library Information Studies
with working at the Halifax Public Li-
brary.

After graduation in 2003, Mani-
sha took the position of Chief Librarian
in Slave Lake, Alberta. In
2005, after deciding Swift Current was

abetter place to raise her two children,
Manisha accepted the position of City
Librarian at the Swift Current Branch
of Chinook Regional Library.

Her husband is employed b-
cally as acomputer technician.

Believing strongly that alibrary
is more than books, Manisha places
great emphasis on community involve-
ment in the library. Building on the
existing programs at the Branch, such
as Story Time for children, Manisha is
reaching out © all segments of the
community with new programs includ-
ing outside speakers, a bimonthly Sen-
iors' hour, a Book Club, readings by
poets and writers, weekly Tai Chi ses-
sions, and workshops for the business
and professional communities.

"In addition to our programs
and our printed books collection, the
library provides many services to the
community,” she says. "Books on
tape, videos, computers for internet
access, computer training, interlibrary
loans, etc. We also have a photocopier
and afax service for our patrons.”

Since arriving in Swift Current,
Manisha has become increasingly im-
pressed by the library and the City.
"Swift Current has a very good library
providing excellent service by a supe-
rior staff, " she says, "and the people
of Swift Current are involved, literate,
and well educated. My aim is to main-
tain service and expand our presence
in the community."

Manisha has adopted, for the
library, the slogan "Power of knowl-
edge for everyone ...... Any time, Any
where, Any thing" because she le-
lievesinvestment in thelibrary is not a
cost. The revenue is in the intellectual
capital built by thelibrary.

Library Book Rate

The Department of Canadian
Heritage announced in April, 2005, that
an agreement was reached with Canada
Post Corporation to continue the li-
brary Book Rate. There will be no rate
increasesfor oneyear.

Since 1939, Canada Post Corpo-
ration provided discounted postal rates
for the mailing of books between i-
brariesand from librariesto their users.
These significantly reduced rates allow
Canadians in all communities to have
accessto current reading materials.

Earlier this year, Canada Post
Corporation proposed the abolition of
the library book rate. This would have
made mailing books prohibitively e-
pensive. It would have severely af-
fected the operation of the Regional
Library system and made interlibrary
loans unsustainable for the general
public.

The immediate groundswell of
protest from librarians and library pa-
trons alike towards this proposal
caused a rethink by the Corporation
and resulted in the retention of the Li-
brary Book Rate.
